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Passenger in West 
boat testifi es as part 
of plea bargain

After hearing Cara Mia Canale testify about smoking 
“dabs” of hashish and snorting cocaine with Alexander 
West at last year’s Log Bay Day, West’s attorney asked the 

question floating in the air like 
a cloud of smoke. 

“Are you on drugs today?” 
Cheryl Coleman asked Canale, 
her eyes bloodshot and watery.

“No,” said Canale, who ap-
peared tired and spoke slowly 
Thursday, her mouth hanging 
open between questions. She 
rubbed her left eye through-
out her testimony, telling a 
concerned prosecutor that she 
must be allergic to something 
in the courtroom.

“Did you take a drug test?” 
Coleman pressed, earning an 

objection from the prosecutors 
that prevented a response. 

Coleman had already asked if she had used any drugs in 
the last week, to which Canale answered yes: marijuana and 
suboxone, a prescription drug for treating opiate addiction.

Canale testified against West — the man accused of 
crashing his powerboat on July 25, resulting in the death of 
8-year-old Charlotte McCue on Lake George — as part of 
a plea bargain with the Warren County District Attorney’s 
Office. The deal knocked up to four years in prison down 
to probation for Canale, who was one of four passengers on

torn down
Bricks were falling
from vacant structure

Jackson Demolition’s Jolly Green Giant 
— a large claw-shovel designed for rip-
ping apart large buildings — was back in 
action Thursday, shredding a long-aban-
doned three-story brick building at the 
southern end of Hamilton Hill.

The city ordered an emergency demo-
lition of the building at 543 Schenectady 
St. late Wednesday, after firefighters in 

a passing firetruck saw bricks had fallen 
onto the sidewalk on the Strong Street 
side of the structure.

The demolition came less than two 
weeks after the city demolished the 

Nicholaus Building at the corner of Erie 
Boulevard and State Street, one of the 
most prominent historic buildings in

Nicholaus owners 
may seek damages
City ordered emergency demolition

The owners of the former 
Nicholaus Building have filed 
a new notice of claim against 
the city, the latest shot in a le-
gal volley during which no party 
has taken responsibility for the 
building’s demise.

Viroj and Malinee Chom-
pupong, who own the parcel 
at the corner of Erie Boulevard 
and State Street where the icon-
ic building stood since the 19th 
century, allege the city negli-
gently knocked the structure 
down the night of April 7. The 

notice of claim, filed Wednes-
day, is a precursor to a possible 
lawsuit.

The claim seeks $5 million 
in damages for the demolition. 
The building owners previously 
filed a notice of claim against 
the city seeking an unspecified 
amount for the initial damage 
to the building.

Schenectady officials con-
tend they did everything they 
could to save the structure and 
the owners made no effort to fix 
it. City corporation counsel Carl

Beech-Nut 
ordered to 
clean site
Asbestos remains at 
former baby food plant

The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
has ordered baby food maker Beech-Nut to 
clean up its former manufacturing facility in 
the village of Canajoharie, which the company 
sold to a developer in 2013 that has not paid 
property taxes. 

The 26.9-acre facility sits off I-90 in Canajo-
harie, and has been declared a superfund site 
by the federal agency due to asbestos contam-
ination. The EPA announced this week that it 
was spraying debris piles containing asbestos 
with a sealant that will prevent the hazardous 
substance from spreading into the air.  

The agency’s order, dated April 13, requires 
Beech-Nut to remove materials contaminated 
with asbestos from the site. The EPA said the 
company knew that the site was contaminated 
in 2012, before it sold the property to a devel-
oper. The agency claims Beech-Nut commis-
sioned a survey in 2012 that estimated asbestos 
abatement work would cost $1.7 million to clean 
just half of the site. 

Beech-Nut operated a canning and food man-
ufacturing facility at the site from 1891 to 2010, 
when due to flooding the company moved to 
the nearby town of Florida. 

According to the order, the company sold the
